Oh, and your background? Ann Greyson: multi-award-winning, sci-fi-and-horror-mashing, demon-

wrangling, Equity-joining, SAG-AFTRA-certified book trailer queen with no graphic sex or profanity in 

sight? You're basically the literary version of a Marvel character but classier.                                               
 

Now, here's the problem: 

I stalked I mean, “professionally reviewed” your Amazon page. And…          not enough reviews. 

Not even close. 

This book should be causing paranormal disturbances on the charts and keeping readers up at 3am 

clutching their Kindles and reconsidering weekend cabin getaways.
